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nce perceived as a quaint,
Spanish pueblo, San Pe-
dro de Alcantara is quickly
creeping up the scale as an
‘'up and coming’ cosmopoli-
tan district. The average population is
now around 27,000 and with house
prices ranging anywhere from €50,000
to €9.500,000, there really is some-
thing for everyone; from the many chil-
drens attractions and family-friendly
restaurants to romantic hideaways and
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chic bars. San Pedro has a continuous
buzz to it that many areas today are
lacking, and with the multi-million Euro
development of the central autovia un-
derway, property prices are predicted
to soar, making this an even more lu-
crative place to buy a property just
now.

Within San Pedro itself lies vari-
ous different zones. Along the charm-
ing cobbled streets of the town centre
itself, you will find an assortment of
boutiques, eclectic shoe shops and
exquisite childrens boutiques where
you can find many a hidden treasure.
A handy shop for expats and holiday
makers is Shakespears on Calle Lagas-
ca which deals in second hand English
books, perfect if you need a book for
the pool.

To the West of San Pedro is Gua-
dalmina. With luxury villas, hotels and

cluding 'D'Alicia’ and 'What's Cooking/,
where you can find an abundance of
mouth watering creations to take away
if you're not in the mood for cooking.
There are also a range of well estab-
lished real estate agents here who can
help with rentals or purchases on any
budget. Galaxia Play Centre is also lo-
cated within this comercio where there
is always something happening for
children of all ages.

On the beach east of Guadalmina
is Nueva Alcantara and Azalea Beach:
3 hotspot for expats and holidaymak-
ers due to its close proximity to the
sea and wide choice of reasonable
family friendly complexes. Both San
Pedro centre and the beach are just a
five minute walk from here, making it
an ideal area if you don't drive. On the
beach front here there are countless
chiringuitos to choose from, for exam-
ple Guayaba, which only opens from
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June to September, however be pre-
pared for a wait as the delightful Span-
ish cuisine and excellent service makes
this beach bar extremely popular with
locals and holidaymakers alike.

If you're looking for something
more upmarket, walk a bit further west
where you will come across the beauti-
ful new chillout beach lounge, Macaao
where Marbella’s elite choose to hang
out. If you are with children, El Ancla
is a great option as they have a pool
which is always very busy with families
of all nationalities. In Nueva Alcantara
you will also find the Padel Club, which
offers court and equipment hire at very
reasonable prices as well as a great
choice of exercise and dance classes
available for both children and adults.

All through San Pedro you will find
dozens of beauticians and hairdressers
who all offer a great range of services
at a fraction of the price of those you
will find in Puerto Banus. You will find
that most of the smaller back street

shops are typically Spanish and often
close for a siesta in the afternoon, how-
ever if you are looking for an English
speaking salon, Vanity, Paradise and
the newly opened Costa Cosmetica are
a few of the English speaking options.

In the heart of San Pedro itself is
Calle Marques del Duero, a bustling
pedestrianised street filled with bars
and cafes. Be sure to try La Soberana,
only open during the summer months,
it's by far the best ice cream around for
miles. At the bottom of this street, the
latest edition to the La Sala Group, has
been a very welcome addition to San
Pedro. Rincon La Sala is open all day,
from breakfast all the way through to
the early hours of the morning.

If you prefer a more Spanish night
out, there are hundreds of traditional
bodegas and tapas bars in almost ev-
ery street. Waikiki in Plaza de Istan is
a firm favourite with the locals where
you can enjoy friendly service and
complimentary tapas with every drink.
For late night partygoers, Plaza Liber-

tad is a square filled with bars open
all night, every night. Just across from
here is Brothers Bar where you will find
a fantastic cocktail menu and alterna-
tive twist to tapas. If you are after a
more romantic evening, Knuts Gastro-
bar is a superb option with a very dif-
ferent menu. Many families live in San
Pedro, resulting in plenty of schools
and parks to choose from. The local pri-
mary schools; Miguel Hernandez, Maria
Teresa Leon, Al Andalus and CEIP San
Pedro all have excellent reputations,
however there are also International
schools nearby; Laude International
College is centrally located, as are
Messy Monkeys and Wonderland Play-
skool for younger children.

San Pedro is a very family orien-
tated place and you will often find big
family outings in the local parks. Los
Tres Jardines is the newest edition.
With 9 hectares of parkland, picnic ar-
eas, playparks, duck ponds and Arabic
tranquillity gardens, this is a beautiful
setting at the back of the town in the

poligno (industrial esate). The “Pirate
Park” near to La Colonia Commercial
Centre is also very popular, especial-
ly after school. This is a great option
for meeting friends as there is a cafe
where adults can relax whilst the chil-
dren enjoy the two playparks.

There are many different types of
hotel to choose from in the area. For
a touch of luxury, there is the Barcelo
Hotel and Spa in Guadalming, or for a
more cost-friendly option, the NH ho-
tel is conveniently situated right in the
centre of the town. Cortijo Blanco ho-
tel also offers beachside all-inclusive
options, and for a hint of TOWIE glam-
our, check into the Sisu boutique ho-
tel, renowned for its pool parties and
celebrity guests. San Pedro appears to
be one of the few areas on the Costa
that is going places. New businesses
are popping up every week and there
always seems to be a buzz about the
place. It is an "all year round” buzz as
well which makes it a really appealing
option to live there.
